Uniform and Safety 

A gentle reminder to our families that we do expect our students to attend school in full school uniform. 

Students who are wearing non-uniform items may be asked to remove them – such as hoodies, brightly 

coloured shirts or other jumpers under their school shirts and jewellery (including fake nails). We take pride in 

our school community and kindly ask for the support of our families in maintaining a collaborative approach to 

keeping our uniform standards high. 

We have also noticed more students who are not keeping long hair tied back. This is a safety concern as well 

as a hygiene concern. We ask families to assist us to ensure that all students with shoulder length hair have it 

neatly tied back. This applied to all students – if the hair touches the shoulders, it must be tied back. Our 

students are active and have regular PE – untied hair does pose a safety risk.  

I thank our families for their support in maintaining student safety and pride in uniforms.

Who receives the School Saving Bonus 

The school Saving Bonus is available for parents and carers of all Victorian government school students 

from Foundation to Year 12 in 2025, except for full-fee international students, home schooled students, 

TAFE students and students attending kindergarten in 2025. 

Accessing the $400 School Saving Bonus 

You do not need to apply for the School Saving Bonus. The Department of Education will email you in 

November 2024 with your $400 School Saving Bonus. You will be able to access it via an online system. 

Actions for parents and carers 

Parents and carers of children who meet the School Saving Bonus eligibility above are required to do 

the following by Friday 18th October 2024. 

Complete Enrolment 

If your child, or children are changing government schools for Term 1 2025, or starting Foundation in 

2025, please complete the necessary enrolment process.
